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Overview
ACM50417 Diploma of Performance Horse has been flagged for deletion by the Department of Education, Skills and Employment (DESE) and the Australian Industry Skills Committee (AISC), due to zero enrolments over the last three years. The deletion of this qualification needs to be considered as part of this current Horse Care project. The Animal Care & Management Industry Reference Committee (IRC) oversee the development and review of the ACM Animal Care and Management Training Package,  including determining the retention or removal of any qualifications or skills standards from the Training Package.
We are seeking your feedback regarding the lack of enrolments for the current Diploma of Performance Horse Management and its proposed retention and redevelopment as a Diploma of Equine Management. This new title and proposed revisions are intended to broaden the qualification so that it supports management skills across a broader number of equine establishments. Your feedback will aid the Subject Matter Expert Working Group (SMEWG), IRC and AISC decisions to support the retention or removal of the diploma level qualification.
The Diploma of Performance Horse Management has been redeveloped to broaden its applicability for industry and the proposed draft has been renamed Diploma of Equine Management. The revised qualification reflects the role of individuals who work in a management capacity in a small to medium sized equine establishment or who function as part of a management team in a larger equine establishment. Individuals in these roles have a high degree of autonomy and manage staff, horses and operations in a range of equine workplaces which may include performance horse or sport establishments, agistment centres, and coaching/riding centres or similar.
