	Performance Evidence

	An individual demonstrating competency must satisfy all the elements and performance criteria of this unit.  There must be evidence that the individual has monitored stock condition on at least one occasion including:
communicating with and reporting to supervisor on monitoring activities
using required personal protective equipment
collecting samples of stock or water
operating basic monitoring equipment
observing stock behaviour and general condition for indications that they are outside of the acceptable range as determined by the workplace
recording monitoring information and observations
cleaning work area and equipment and storing tools and equipment.



	Knowledge Evidence

	An individual must be able to demonstrate the knowledge required to perform the tasks outlined in the elements and performance criteria of this unit. This includes knowledge of:
workplace sampling and monitoring procedures for stock and environmental conditions
